Breakfast Club Reminder 

Our school-run Breakfast Club supports pupils with a calm start, a healthy breakfast and helps 

to reduce peak-time traffic. We are proud to offer this at £2 per child, per day, despite running 

at a financial loss. To keep the club running fairly and smoothly—and to avoid introducing 

prepayment or refusing entry—we are sending a gentle reminder that payments are made on 

time. 

How does my child join Breakfast Club? 

Breakfast Club runs from 7:30am – 8:30am and is open to all children. 

No pre-booking is required—simply enter via the rear of school near Year 6 and sign your child 

in with the member of staff at the front desk. The £2 daily fee will be added to your School 

Gateway account. 

What’s included? 

Breakfast (cereal or toast, milk or water) and a range of activities including: 

Arts & Crafts, Sports, Dance, Board Games, plus opportunities for homework, reading, and 

home-learning support.
